They have been and will continue to be evaluated by Edgemont administrators using the Edgemont
Teaching/Learning Model. This Model provides a framework for identifying and commending effective
performance, for defining areas requiring attention, and for making recommendations that will assist a
teacher or an administrator to improve instruction in his/her classroom, department, or school. Ulti-
mately, the Edgemont Teaching/Learning Model provides a framework to help make decisions about
continued employment and the recommendation of tenure for probationary employee.

The evaluation process in Edgemont is lengthy and comprehensive. Each building administrator
completes a minimum of three formal observations of each probationary faculty member. These for-
mal observations may be announced or unannounced, and they augment informal observations made
by administrators. I n addition, |l make at

teacher. Each year and again toward the end of

al s. I then make a recommendation about each
members of the Board of Education in Executive Session. This year, | expect to announce my
recommendations concerning tenure appointments at the public Board meeting of April 3, 2012.
